Transferable Learning

Last week | asserted that our intelligence is not fixed, that people can get smarter, and that the ability to
learn is very learnable. But what is the intelligence to which | refer? Schools have traditionally valued a
very narrow range of competencies and only certain types of intelligence; the linguistic, mathematical,
and rational realms. This has meant that in the past, the majority of schools have nurtured excellence in
this narrow range of activity. However, intelligence also encompasses a less well-defined and less
formalised group of competencies and capacities, in the interpersonal and physical realms, as well as in
the realms of self-awareness, imagination, and creativity. So, for many families it has been up to them to
nurture in their children excellence in these areas, through parental engagement, private tuition, and
various co-curricular programs, including sports.

Fortunately for BMGS parents, this School has remained focused on a much wider range of
competencies and intelligences, working with parents to nurture well-rounded young people with a
vision for excellence in all these areas. We nurture physical and sporting excellence through our many
sporting programs; academic excellence with strengths in linguistic, mathematical, and rational pursuits;
and interpersonal excellence, promoting healthy relationships with students and teachers. We also seek
to grow young people with great self-awareness, imagination, and creativity as expressed artistically,
but also in every other area of pursuit.

To maximise the benefits to their lives, children must learn to transfer their learning from one
compartment into other contexts. This is why teamwork is so important between parents and teachers,
and between the various teachers in the lives of a student. Some examples might help clarify just how
this teamwork multiplies the efforts of each individual. By using the same language when speaking about
similar concepts we can simplify each student’s experience and enhance their learning. By planning a
seqguence of learning experiences for young people to enable them to develop crucial character traits as
well as important learning and life skills, we can prevent them forming gaps in their learning and
accelerate the rate at which development takes place. Since they learn these things both at home and at
school (and at football training and dance classes), both parents and educators (and coaches and
instructors) would ideally be mindful of the language and the planned sequence of learning.




This type of partnership has a profound impact on learning and therefore on our young people’s lives; so
let's work together!

Faithful Hall of Fame Part Four

Those who honour me | will honour. - 1 Samuel 2:30 (NIV)

"I believe God made me for a purpose, but he also made me fast!
And when | run | feel his pleasure.”- Eric Liddell

Imagine being talented enough and training hard enough to make it into the Olympics. After qualifying
for the Olympics you then decide not to participate in the event you are strongest in because it
conflicted with your beliefs. This is a true story. Some of you may have heard of this week's Faithful Hall
of Fame member Eric Liddell from the movie Chariots of Fire (1981). His life story is inspiring in many
ways but it is his character that is shaped by his faith that makes him an outstanding example of a
Christian.

Leading up to the 1924 Olympics in France, Eric Liddell refused to run in his strongest event, the 100
metres, because the heat was being held on a Sunday. Some people laughed at Liddell or thought he was
being unpatriotic - after all, many believed he should put his country first and his beliefs second. Liddell
felt that leaving one day a week as a priority for thinking about and worshiping God meant that the
other six days of each week would be made so much better. This was a belief he was not willing to
compromise on as he prioritised God'’s glory over his own.

When he discovered he could run the 200 and 400 metre races he began preparing for these instead.
Again, many thought this was ludicrous as he apparently had poor form, ran with his chest out, his
mouth wide open, and his face toward the sky. Despite being an underdog in these races Liddell took the
gold medal for the 400 metres and a bronze for the 200 metres. He even broke the 400 metre world
record and crossed the line in a blazing 47.6 seconds. Liddell attributed his win to a friend passing him a
piece of paper right before the race with a section of the Bible verse from 1 Samuel 2:30 scribbled on it,
“Those who honour me | will honour”.

But these are only the most obvious parts of what was an incredibly faith filled life lived with joy (he was
known for his frequent smiles) and the intention to glorify God in all that he did. Following the Olympics
Liddell returned to China as a missionary (his parents were missionaries there during his childhood).
Liddell was there with his family, serving people in many seemingly small ways - teaching students,
preaching about his love for Jesus, and helping the less fortunate. It became apparent that China was a
much too dangerous place to live as World War Il was approaching. Liddell’s family moved to Toronto
while he stayed in China to complete his missionary work.

Soon he was locked up in a Japanese internment camp with 1,800 others but his joy was not crushed.
He even broke his rule of not playing sport on a Sunday when a soccer fight broke out. He intervened
and offered to referee the match, stating that he wasn’t doing it for his own glory. Liddell sadly passed
away within the camp at the age of 43 from a brain tumour. However, his life is testament to an
unshakeable faith in Jesus, he truly put his belief into action. Liddell’s life reminds us of the words found
in Acts 20: 23- 24, “/ only know that in every city the Holy Spirit warns me that prison and hardships are
facing me. However, | consider my life worth nothing to me; my only aim is to finish the race and
complete the task the Lord Jesus has given me —the task of testifying to the good news of God'’s grace.”




Liddell's story encourages us to examine our own lives and ask the question, ‘'how much would we be
willing to sacrifice for the greater good of others and for God'?

1 Parties can involve matching numbers of people to plates, cutlery, area of tables, estimation,
multiplication ...

1 Trips can involve time, distance, budgeting, speed, evaluating various routes, licence plate
games (e.g. adding or multiplying the numbers on the plate) ...

Home projects can involve estimation, measuring, multiplication ...
Gardening can involve measuring, counting, area, division ...

These ideas all demonstrate how much Mathematics is involved in our daily lives and will support your
child in his or her basic computation and problem-solving skills in natural, fun and real ways.

Key messages from Parent Forum on Mobile Phones

On Wednesday evening, there was an opportunity for parents to attend a Forum for an update on
mobile phones usage at BMGS. For anyone who was not able to attend the Forum the key findings,
including changes from the start of Term 3, have been summarised below.
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There is significant consensus that mobile phones offer benefits such as:
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Increased safety, especially while travelling to and from school
Allowing students to make videos for specific subjects e.g. Drama
Improved connection of peer networks

Improving communication with family

Some potential to assist organisation and wellbeing through apps

Yet, the vast majority of parents and staff who completed the survey on mobile phone use agreed that,
by and large, mobile phones are not often needed to assist student learning. In fact, the greatest area
of agreement was found in relation to the way mobile phones cause distraction, with one student
noting: "We are ignorant to the time drain they create’.

Analysis of comments on the surveys revealed that parents and carers formed two main groups in
relation to the School’s approach to mobile phones:

9 those who wanted less access to phones at school (45% of all comments)

1 those whowanted students to increasingly self-regulate (21% of comments)

For example, those in favour of self-regulation could be represented by the following comment:
recognise the positives and negatives with mobile phones but | believe that, as parents, it is our
responsibility to support and guide students in their use so that they can use them responsibly,
harness their benefits and have good phone habits in place to assist them when they leave school.” Or
in the words of a student “Mobile phones are an integral part of life and schools should be helping
young people make appropriate and effective use of them rather than throwing the baby out with the
bathwater”.

Among those who wanted less access at School one student commented; “/f you want your students to
do well, take their phones from them and put them in a box in the front of the classroom or implement
a rule where their phones have to stay in lockers during class.” This was echoed by a parent who noted
‘Mobile phones are beneficial for students when they are travelling on their own but | feel they are a
distraction in the classroom and can socially isolate children and can increase the incidence of bullying
through social media platforms.”QOr, as one parent commented: ‘Mobile phone use during the teenage
years seems to be predominately a source of entertainment, so it's like bringing a TV to school in my
book. It would be great to see them completely out of sight between 8:30am - 3:00pm at BMGS -
especially for Years /-10. They are a huge distraction to students’learning, even if left in their bags, as
they are constantly going off with social media notifications etc. | am concerned about the effects on
teenagers’ mental health; it seems that with the rise of smart phone use our kids are suffering more
depression and anxiety than ever before. It would be great to give them a "forced break" each day from
the constant pressure and deluge of social media etc... If a student really needs to contact a parent or
carer they can go to the office and ask to call their parents. It would actually make students more
organised for their day if they couldn't rely on their phones. Ultimately, | think they would cope just
fine!"

Key principles in deciding next steps:
The following points are important in considering next steps:

1 Wewant all students to be safe and highly engaged in learning

T We want the Senior School to be a place where students have a strong sense of belonging and
can grow strong relationships

T We want to help students to be equipped to accept additional responsibility as they progress
throughout the Senior School to increasingly self-regulate their use of mobile phones

Trial Policy from start of Term 3

We will be putting in place the following trail policy commencing from the start of Term 3 to run for the
remainder of the year with feedback to be sought. These changes have been communicated to staff
and we want to make sure there is plenty of opportunities for students to know about them as well.

Years 7 and 8: Mobile phones are not to be used during school hours unless with the explicit
permission of a teacher. Phones need to be secured in lockers between 8:30am and 3:00pm. In the
event a student is found using a phone, either their own or anyone else’s, within school hours, the
phone will be confiscated and can be collected from Student Reception at 3:00pm.

From the Deputy Head - Head of Senior School (continued)

If you have a student in Year 7 and 8 can you please ensure they have a secure lock to make sure their
phone is safely locked away from the start of Term 3.

We acknowledge that from time to time students will need to contact or receive messages from home
and for this reason students have a five minute opportunity to check phones at the start of Recess and
Lunch to contact parents and carers. If parents need to contact students after lunch they need to make
contact through Ms Martin in Student Reception.

Years 9 and 10: Mobile phones are to be placed in tubs in each classroom at the start of each lesson.
Students can only use phones during lessons with the express permission of a teacher. Mobile phones
are not to be used for entertainment purposes at Recess or Lunch. In the event a student is found
using a phone without permission of a teacher the phone is confiscated and can be collected from
Student Reception at 3:00pm.

Years 11 and 12: Students are expected to self-regulate their own use of mobile phones. Students are
expected to ask permission from their teacher before using a mobile phone. In the event a mobile
phone is used in such a way that it impedes learning, the student will be given guidance about
appropriate device use. Repeated inappropriate use will lead to restrictions being placed on the
student’s access to their mobile phones at school.

Note: Some exceptions to the above guidelines may be made based on specialist advice, identified
learning needs or exceptional circumstances.
